INTERNATTIONAL CONVENTION ON MARFIIME SEARCH AND
RESCUE, 1979

The parties to the Convenilon.

Nanting the great importance attached in several conventions 1o the ren-
dering assistance to pecsons in distress at sea and (o the establishment by
every coastal State the adequate and effective arrangements for coast wal-
ching and for search and rescue services,

Having considered Recommendation 40 adopted by the International
Conferenee on Safety of Lile al Sea, 1960, which recognizes the deasirabi-
lity of co-ordinating activitics regarding salely on and over the sea among
a number of intergovernmental organizations,

Desiring 1o develop and promote thesc activitics by cstablishing an in-
ternational maritime search and rescue plan responsible to the needs of ma-
ritime traffic for the rescue of persoms in distress at sea,

Wishing w promole co-operation among search and rescue organiza-
tions around the world and among lhose participating in search and rescue
operations at sea,

Havc agreed as follows:

Article 1
General ebligations under the Convention

The Parties undertake to adopt all legislative or other appropriate me-
asures necessary to give tull etfect to the Convenlion and its annex, which
i= an integral part of the Convention. Unlcss cxpressly provided otherwise,
a reference to the Convention constitutes ac the same time a reference to its
B A .

Arxticle IT
Other treaties and interpretation

{13 Nothing in the Convention shall prejudice (he codificatinn and de-
velapment of the law of the sea by the United Nations Conlerence on the
Law of the Sea canvenad pursoant o resolution 27530(XX V) of the General
Assembly of the United Natjons nor the present or futurc claims and legal
views of any Stule coucerning the law of the sea and the nature and cxient
ot coastal and flag State jurisdiction.

(2) No provision of the Convention shall be construed as prejudicing
obligations or rights of vessels provided for in other international instru-
ments.
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Article 111
Amendments

(1) The Convention may he amended by either of the procedures speci-
fied in paragraphs (2) and {3) hereinafter. )

{2y Amendment after consideration within the Inter-Governmental Ma-
ritime Consultative Organization (hereinafter referred to as the Cirganiza-
fion); .

(a) Any amendment proposed by a Party and transmitled lo the Sccre-
tary-General of the QOrganization (hereinafter referred to as the Sccretary-
-General), or any amendmeni deemed necessary by the Secretary-General
as a result of an amendment W a corresponding provision of annex 12 to
the Convention on Internaticnal Civil Aviation, shall be circulated to all
Members of the Organization and all Parties at least six months prior to its
consideration by the Maritime Safety Committee of the Organization.

(b) Parties, whether or nol Members of the Organization, shall be entit-
led to participate in the proceedings of the Maritime Safety Committee for
the consideration and adoption of amendments.

{c) Amendments shall be adopted by a two-thirds mugjunly of the Par-
ties present and voting in the Maritime Sufely Committee on-condition that
at least one third of the Parlies shull be present at the time of adoption of
the amendment.

(d) Amendments adopted in accordance with subparagraph (c) shall be
communicated by the Secretary-General to all Parlies for ac¢eptance.

(e) An amendment to an article or to paragraphs 2.1.4, 2.1.5, 2.1.7,
2.1.10, 3.1.2 or 3.1.3. of the annex shall be deemed 1o have been accepled
on the date on which the Secretary-General has received an instrument of
acceptance from rwo-thirds of the Parties.

() An umendment to the annex other than to paragraphs 2.1.4, 2.1.5,
2.1.7, 2.1.10, 3.1.2 or 3.1.3 shall he deemed ta have been accepted at the
end of one year from the date on which it is comumunicated to the Partics
for acceptance.

{h} Amendments shall be adopted by such a conference by a two-thirds
majority of the Parlies present and voting, on condition that at leasi one
third of the Partics shall be present at the time of adoption of the umend-
menl. Amendments 5o adopted shall be communicated by the Secretary-
-General to all Parties for acceptance. :

(c) Unless the conference decides otherwise, the amendment shall be
deemed 10 have been accepted and shall enter intn force in accordunce with
the procedures specified in subparagraphs (2)e), (21D, ( 2¥g) and (2)h)
respectively, provided that reference in subparagraph (2)(h) to the Mari-

(1} The Convention shall enter into force 12 months after the dule on
which 15 States have becomne Parties to it in accordance with anticle BV,

(2} Entry into force for States which ratify, accept, approve or accede o
the Comvention in accordance with article IV after the condilivn prescribed
in paragraph (1) has been met and before the Convention enters into torce,
shall be on the date of eniry into forec of the Convention.

(3) Entry into force for States which ratify, accepl, approve or acecde to
the Convention after the date on which the Cenvention enters into foree
shall be 30 days afier the date of deposit of an instrument in accordance
wilh urlicle TV,

(4) Any instrument of rulificalion, acceptance, approval or accession
deposited afler the date of cntry into force of an amendment to the Canven-
lion in ageordance with article I shall apply ta the Convention, as amen-
ded, and the Convention, as amended, shall enter into force for a slale
depositing such an instrument 30 days after the date ol ils deposit.

(5} The Secrctary-General shall inform States of the date of entry into
foree of the Convention.

Article VI

Desunciation

(1) The Convenlion may bc denounced by any Party at any time after
the expiry of five years from the date on which the Convention enters into
force for that Party.

(2} Denunciation shall be effected by the deposit of an instrument of
denunciation with the Secretary-General who shall notify States of uny
instrument of denunciation received and of the date of ils receipi as well as

the date on which such denunciation lukes effvel

{3) A denunciation shall take effect one year, or such longer pericd as
may he specified in the instrument of denunciation, afler its receipt by the
Secretary-General.

Arlicle vl

Deposit and registration

(1) The Convention shall be deposited with the Secretary-Genceral who
shall transmit certified true copies thereofl lo Stuics.
{2) As soon as the Convention enters into force, the Secretury-General

‘shall transmit the text thereof to the Secrelary-General of the United Na-

tions for registratian and publication, in uccordance with Article 102 of the
Charter of the United Nalions.

Article VII

Lanpguages

The Convention is established in a single copy in the Chinese, English,
FPrench, Russian and Spanish languages, each lext being cqually anthentic.
Oificial rranslations in the Arabic, German and [talian languages shall he
prepared and deposited with the signed original.

Chapter 1
TERMS AND DEFINITIONS

1.1 "Shull”™ is used in the sonex (o 1odicale a provision, the uniform
appiication of which by all parties is required in the mterest of safety of life
at sea.

1.2 "Should” is used in the annex to indicate a provizion, the unitform
application of which by all Partics i3 recommended 10 the interest of safety
of life at sca.

1.3 The terms listed below are nsed in the anmex with the following
meamngs:

1. Scarch. An opcraiion, normally co-ordinated by a rescue ¢o-ordi-
nulion centre or rescue sub-cenlre, using availuble personnel and Lacilities
Lo locale persons in dislress;

2. Rescue, An aperation to retrieve persons in distress, provide for their
initial medical or ather needs, and deliver them to a place of safety;

3. Scarch and rescuc service. The performance of distress monitering,
communicalion, co-ordination and search and rescue funclions, including
provision of medical advice, initial medical assisiance, or medical evacua
iton, through the use of poblic and private resources including co-operating
aircraft, vessels and other craft and installations;

4. Search and rescue region. An area of defined dimensions associatcd
with a rescue co-ordination centre within which scarch and rescuc scrvices
are provided;

5. Rescue co-ordiumlion centre. A uait responsible for promoting effi
cienl organization of search and rescue services and for coordinaring the
conduct of search and rescue operations within 2 search and rescie region;

. Rescue sub-cenire. A unit subordinaic (o a rescuc co-ordination
centre established to complement the laticr according to particular prowvisi-
ons of the responsible authoritics;

7. Search and rescue facility. Any mobile resource, including designa-
ted search and rescue units, used ro comduct search and rescue operations;

8. Scarch and rescuc units. A unil composed of {rained persoonel and
provided with cquipment suitabic for the expeditious conducl of search and
rescue operslions:

9. Alerting post. Any faciliry intended 10 serve as an intermediary bet-
ween a person reporting an emergency and rescue co-ordination centrc or
sub-cantre:

10, Emergency phase. A generic lenin meaning, as the case may be, un
coertainty phase, alert phuse or dislress phase,

11. Uncertainty phase. A sitnation wherein uncertainty exists as to the
safery of a person, a vessal or ather craft;

12. Alert phasc. A situation wherein apprehension exists as o the sa-
fety of a person, a vessel or viher crafl;

13, Distress phase. A sitvation wherein rthere is a reasonable certainty
that a person, a vessel or arther craft is threatened by grave and imminent
danger and requires immediatc assistance;

14. On-scene co-ordmator. A person designated o co-ordinate search
and rescue operativns witlin a specific area;

15, Secretary-General. The Secretary-General of the Tnternational Ma-
ritime Organization_

Chapter 2
ORGANIZATION AND CO-ORDINATION

2.1 Arruangements for provision and ro-ordination of search
and rescue services

2.1.1 Parties shall, as they arc able to do so individeally ur 1n co-vpera-
tion with other Statcs and, as appropriale, with the Organization, partici-
paic in the development ol search and rescue services to ensure that
assistance 1s rendered to any person in distress at-sea. On receiving infor-
mation that any person is, ar appears 1o he, in distress at sea, the respon-
sible authorities of a Party shall zake wrpent steps o ensurc that the
necessary assistance is provided.

2.1.2 Parlies shall, either individually or, if appropriate, in co-operation
with other States, establish the following basic slements of a search and
rescue service:

1. legal framework;

2. assignment of a responsible authority;

3. organization of available resourccs;

4, communication facilities; )

5. co-ordination and operational functions; and

6. processes 1o improve the service, m(.ludmg planning, domestic and
intcznational co-operalive relalionships and training.

Parties shall, as far as practicable, follow relevant minimum standards
and guidelines developed by the Organization.

2.1.3 To help ensore the provision of adequate shore-based cormamuni-
cation infrastructure, efficient distress alert routeing, and proper operatio-
nal co-ordination 1o eﬁlcuvely support search and rescue scrvices, Purlies
shall, individually or in co-operation with other Stales, ensure that soffi-
cienl search and rescue regions ure established within each sea area in ac-
cordunice with paragraphs 2.1.4 and 215 Such regions shouid be
contiguous and, as far as practicable, not averap.

2.1.4 Each scarch and rescuc region shall be cstablished by agrecment
among Partics concerncd. The Sceretary-General shall be nolified of such
agreements.

2.1.5 In case agreement on the exact dimensions of a search and rescuc’
region is not reached by the Parties concerned, those Parties shall usc their
best endeavours to reach agreement upon appropriatc arangements under
which the cquivalent overall co-ordination of scarch and rescue services is
provided in the area. The Secrelary-General shall be nolified of such asran-
gemenls.,

2.1.6 Agreement on the regions or arrangements referred o in parag-
raphs 2.1.4 nad 2.1.5 shall be recorded by ihe Partics concernced, or in writ-
ten plans accepted by the Parties.

2.1.7 The delimitation of search and rescue regians is not refated to and
shall nat prejudice the delimitation of any bouadary berween States.

2.1.% Parties should seek to promote consisicncy, where apphcable,
between their maritime snd seronauticul scarch und rescue services while
considering the establishment of maritime search and rescue regions which
shall be cstablished by ugreement in uccordunce with paragraph 2.1.4 or
the reaching of agreemeat epon appropriate arrangements in accordance
wilh paragraphs 2.1.5.

2.1.9 Parties having accepted responsibility to provide search and res-
cue services for a specific arca shall usc scarch and rescuc units and other
available facilitics o providing aszistance to a person who is, O uppeurs (o
be, 1n disiress at sca.

2.1.10 Parties shall ensure thal assistance he provided to any person in
distress at sea. They shall do so regardless of the nationality or status of
such a person or the circumstances in which that person 15 found.

2.1.11 Pardces shall forward o the Secretary-General information on
their seurch und rescue service, including the:

1. national authority responsible for the maritime scarch and rescue ser-
vices;

2. location of the Stablished rescue co-ordination centres or other cent-
tes providing search and rescye ¢o-ordination, for the search and rescue re-
gion or regions and communicaticn therein;

3. limits of thir scarch and rescue region and regions and the coverage
provided by their shore-bascd disiress and sulety comununicaticon facilities;
and

4, principal types of available search and rescue units.

Partics shall, with prionty, vpdule the infunination provided with res-
peet to any alterations ol importance. The Secretary-General shall transmil
o all Parties the infornmation received.

2.1.12 The Secretary-{ieneral shall nelify all I'artics of the agreements
o arrangements referred to in paragraphs 2.1.4. and 2.1.5.

2.2 Development of national search and rescue services

2.2.1 Parties shall establish appropriate national procedures for overall
development, co-ordination, and improvement of search and rescuc scrvi-
ces.

2.2.2 To support ciiivient scurch und rescue operatians, Parties shall:

L. enswre the co-ordinated use of available facilities; and

3. establish close co-operatipn betwecn services amnd organizations
which may contributc to improve the seurch and rescue services in areas
such as operations, planning, lwuining, exercises and research development.

2.3 Establishment of rescoe co-ordination centres
and rescue sub-centres

2.3.1 To meet the requircments of paragraph 2.2, Pasties shall individu-
ally or in co-opcration with other Stales establish rescue eo-ordination
centres for their search und rescue services and such rescue sub-centres as
they consider appropriate.

2.3.2 Cach rescue co-ordination centrc and rescue sub-centre, establis-
hed in accordancc with paragraph 2.3.1, shall axrrange for the veceipt of
distrcss aterds originaling (rom within its search and rescoe region. Every
such centee shall also arrange for coonmunications with persons in distress,
with search and rescue facilities, and with ather rescue co-ordination cont-
res or rescue sub-centres,

2.3.3 EBach rcscuc co-ordination cealre shall be operationszl an a 24-
-hour basis and be constantly stulfed by trained personne] having a working
knowledge of {he English language.!

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2.4 Co-ordination with asronautical services

2.4.1 Parties shall ensurc the closcst practicable co-ordination between
maritime and acronaotical services so as to provide for the most effective
and cfiicient search and rescue services in and over their search and rescue
regions.

2.4.2. Whenever practicable, each Pany should establish joint rescue
co-ordination centres and rescoue sub-centres to serve both maritime and
aeranautical purposes.

2.4.3 Whenever separate maritibme and aeronautical rescue co-ordi-
nation ceatres or rescue sub-cenires ure estublished to serve the same arca,
the Parly concerned shall ensure the closcst practicable co-ordination bet-
ween the centres or sub-centres.

2.4.4 Partics shall cnsure as far as possible the use of common procedn-
res by search and rescue units established for maritime purposes and those
established for aeronautical purposes.

2.5 Dwsignation of search and rescue facilities

Parties shall identify all facilities able to participale 1n search and res-
cue operalions, and may designate switable facilitics as scarch and rescue
units.

2.6 Egquipment of search and rescae nnits

2.6.1 Each search and rescue unit shall be provided with equipment ap-
propriate to its task.
- 2.6.2 Containers and packages containing survival equipiment for drop-
ping to survivors shoukd have the generul nature of their contents indicate
by markings in uecordance with standards adopted by the Orpanization.

Chapter 3
CO-OPERATION BEI'WEEN STATES
3.1 Co-operation between States

" 3.1.1 anties shall co-ordinate their search and rescue organizations and
should, whenever necesaary, co-ordinate search and rescue operations with
thosé of neighbouring States.

3.1.2 [lnless otherwise agreed between the Slutes Lonu:rnul a Party
should authorize, subject to applicable putionat laws, mlcs and regulations,
inumediate entry infe or over its termitorial sea ar territory of rescue units of
other Partics solely for the purpose of searching for the position of mari-
time casualiies and rescuing the survivors of such casvalties. In such cases,
search and rescue operations shall, as far as practicable, be co-ordinated by
the appropriate rescue co-ordination centre of the Purly which has authori-
7ed entry, or such other authority as has been designated by that Party.

3.1.3 Unless otherwise agreed belween the Slates conecrncd, the autho-
rities of a Party which wishes its rescuc units to enter into or over the terri-
torinl seu or lerritory of another party solely for the purpase of searching
for the position of maritime casualties and rescuing the survivors of such
casualties, shall transmit a request, giving full details of the projected ris-
sion and the need for i1, to the rescue co-ordination centre of that other
Party, ar such ather asthority as has been designuted by that Party.

3.1.4 The respensible authoriles of Partics shall:

L. immediately acknowledge the receipt of such a request; and

2. as soon as possible, indicate the conditions, if any, under which the
projecied mission may be undertaken.

3.1.5 Parties should enter into agreements with neighbouring States set-
ting forth the conditions for entry of each other’s search and rescue units
into or over their respective temitorial sea or territory. These agrecments
should atso provide for expediting entry v such units with the least possible
formalities. )

3.1.6 Each Party should authorize its rescue co-ordination centres:

1. to request from other reseuc co-crdination centres such assistance,
including vessels, aircraft, personnel or equipment, as may be needed;

2. e granl any nccessary permission for the eniry of such vessels, air-
cratl, personnel of equipment into ar over its rerritarial sea or tecritory; and

3. to makc nccessary arrangements with the appropriate customs, im-
migration, health or other anthorjties with a view 1o expediting such entry.

3.1.7 Each Party shall ensure that its rescioe co-ordination centres pro-
vide, when requested assistance to other rescue co-ordinalton centres, in-
cluding assistance in the form of vessels. uircrafl, personncl or equipment.

3.1.8 Parties should enter into agreements with other States, where ap-
propriate, to strengthen search and rescuc co-operation and co-ordinatinn.
Parties shall authorize their responsible authority to make operational plans
and arrangements for scarch and rescue co-operation and co-ordination
wilh responsible authorities of other States.

Chapter 4
OPERATING PROCEDURES

4.1 Preparatory measures

4.1.1 Each rescue co-ordination centre and rescuc sub-centre shall have
awvailable up-to-date information especially concerning search and rescue
facilities and available communications relevant to search and rescue ope-
rations in its area.

4.1.2 Each rescue co-ordination centre and rescue sub-cenire should
havc rcady access to information regarding the position, coursc, and specd
of vessels within its area which may be abie 1o provide assistance 1o per-
sons, vessels or other craft in distress at sea, and regarding how to contact
them. This information should either be kept in the rescue co-ordination
centre, or be readily obtainable when necessary.

4.1.3 Each rescue co-ordination cenire and rescue sub-centre shall have
detailed plans of operation for the conduct of search and rescue operations.
‘Where appropriate, these plans shall be developed jointly with the repre-
sentatives of those who may assist in providing, or who may benefit from,
the search and rescue services.

4.1.4 Rescue co-ordination centres or sub-centres shall he kept infor-
med of the state of preparedness of search and rescue units.

4.2 Information concerning emergencies

<4.2.1 Parties, either individually or in co-operation with othér Slates,
shull ensure thal they are capable on 24-hour basis of promptly and rcltably
receiving distress alerts itom equipment used for this purpose within their
search and rescue regions. Any alerting post receiving a distress alert. shall:

1. immediately relay the alert {o the appropriale rescue co-ordinalion
cenire or sub-cenlre, and then ussist with bLHILh und rescuc commnunica-
me us appropriate; and

2. if practicahle, acknowledge the alert.

4,2.2 Parties shall, where appropriale, ensure lhal effeclive arrange-
ments ure 1 pluce [or Wi regsiration of communication cquipment and for
responding o cmcergencies, to enable any rescne co-ordination centre or
sub-centre to access pertinent registration information qtucld}r

4.2.3 Any anthority or elemeant of the search and rescue service having
reason 10 believe that 4 person, a vesscl or other craft is in a state of emer-
gency shall forward as soon as possible all available information to the res-
cue co~ordination centre or sub-centre concerned.

4.2.4 Rescue co-ordination centres and rescue bub—canres shall, irmnme-
diately upon receipl of information concerning a person, a vessel, or other
craft in 4 state of cmcrgency, evaluate such informaton and determine the
phasc of emergency in accordance with paragraph 4.4, and the extent of
operations required.

4.3. Initial action

Any search and rescue unit receiving information of a distress incident
shall initially take immediate action if in the position 10 assist und shall, in
any case without delay, notify the rescue co-ordinulion ceatre or sub-centre
in whose areu the incident has occurred.

4.4. Emergency phases

To ussist in determining the appropriate operating procedures, the fol-
lowing emergency phases shall be distinguished by the rescue co-ordi-
nation centre or sub-centre concerned:

1. Uncertainty phase: -

I.1. when a person has been reported as rissing, or a-vessel or other
craft is overdus; or

1.2 when a person, a vessel or other cratt has failed to make an ex-
pected position or safcty report.

2. Alert phase: '

2.1. when, following the unceriuinty phase, attempts to establish con-
tact with a person, a vesscl or other craft have failed and enquiries addre-
ssed to other appropriate sources have heen unsuccessful; or

2.2 when informaticn has been received indicaling that the operating
ef‘fi(:lf:ucy of a vessel or other crull 1s unpau'cd but not to the extent that a
distress situation is likely.

3. Distrcss phase

3.1 when pasitive information is received that a person, a vesscl or ot-
her craft is in danger and in need of immediate assistance; or

3.2 when., following the alert phase, further unsoccessful attempts to es-
tablish contact with a person, a vessel or other eraft and more widespread
unsuccesstul enquiries point to the probability that a distress situation
exists; or

3.3 whes information is reccived which indicates that the operating ef-
ficiency ol a vessel or other craft has been impaired 1o the extent that a
distress sitwation is likely.
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4.5 Procedures to be followed by rescue co-ordination centres and
rescue sub-cenires during emergency phases

4.5.1 Upon the daclaration of the vncertainty period, the rescue co-or-
dination centre or rescue sub-centre, as appropriule, shall initiatc cnquirics
to determine the safety of a person, a vessel or other craft, or shall declare
the alert phase.

4.5.2 Upon the declaratian of the alert phase, the rescue co-ordination
centre or rescue sub-centre, as appropriate, shall extend the enguiries for
the missing person, vessel or other craft, alerl appropriuile search and res-
cue services and initiate such acllon zs is necessary in the light of the cir-
cumsiances of Lhe purlicular case.

4.5.3 Upon the declaration of the distress phase, the rescue co-ocdi
artion centre or rescue sub-centre, as appropriate, shall proceed as prescri-
hed in its plans of aperatian, as required by paragraph 4.1

4.5.4 Initiation of search and rescue operations when the position of the
sadrch ohject s unkrown

In the event of an emerpgency phase being declared for a search object
whose position is unknown, the following shall apply:

l. when un emergency phasce exists, a rescue co-ordination centre or
rescuc sub-contre shall, unless it is aware that other centres are taking ac-
1ion, assume responsibility for initiating saitable acrion and crmfer with ot-
her centres with the ohjective of designating one centre to assume
respansibility;

2. unless otherwise decided by agreement between the centres con-
cerned, the centre o be designated shall be the centre respansible for the
arca in which the search object was, according to irs lasr reported position;
and

3. afler the decluralion of the distzess phasc, the cenire co-ordinating
the scarch and resceuc operations shall, as appropriate, inform other centres
of all the circumstances of the emergency and of all subsequent develop-
ments.

4.5.5. Passing information to persons, vessels, or other craft for which an
emergency phase hus been declured

Whenewver [}L;SSib]t'-, the rescue co-ordinalion cenlre or rescuc sub-
-centre responsible for search and rescue operations shall forward to the
person, a vessel or other crafl for which an emergency phase has been dec-
lared, information on the search and rescue operations it hag initiated.

4.6 Co-ordination when two or more Parties are involved

For search and rescue operations involving more than one Party, each
Party shall take appropriate action in accordance with the plans of opera-
tion referred to in paragraph 4.1 when so requested by the rescue ca-ordi-
nation centre of the region.

4.7 On-scene co-ordination of search and rescue activities

4.7.1 The activilies of seurch und rescue units and other facilities engu-
ged 1n scarch and rescue opcerations shall be co-ordinatcd on-scene to en-
sure the most effective results.

472 When mulliple facilities are about to engage in search and rescue
operations, and the rescue co-ordination cenlre or rescue seb-cenlre consli-
dcrs it necessary, the most capablc person should be designated as on-scene
co~ordinator as early as practicable and preferably hefore the facilines ar-
rive within the specified area of operation. Specific responsibilities shall he
assigned to the on-scene co-ordinater, taking into account the apparent ca-
pabililies of the un-scene co-ordinator and vperational requirements.

4.7.3 Tf there is no responsible rescue co-ordination centre or, for any
reason, the responsible co-ordination centre is nnable to co-ordinate the
search and rescue mission, the facilities involved should designate an on-
-seene co-ordinaler by muleal agrecment.

4.8 Ter

4.8.1 Seurch und rescue operations shall continue, when practicable,
until all reasonable hope of rescuing survivors has passed.

4.8.2 The responsible rescue co-ordination cenire or reéscue sub-cenwc
concerned shall normally decide when to discontinne search and rescue
operaticns. If no such centre is involved in co-ordinating the operations,
the on-scene co-ardinator may take this decision.

4.8.3 When rescue co-ordinalion cenlre or rescue sub-centre considers,
on the basis of rehiable informalion, that a scarch and rescue operation has
been successivl, or that the emergency no longer cxists, it shatl tcrminatc
the search and rescue operation and promptly so inform any authority, faci-
lity or service which has been activated or notified.

4.8.4 I a search and rescue operation on-scene becomes impracticable
und the rescue co-ordinution cenire or rescue sub-centre concludes that
survivers might still be alive, the conire may iemperarily suspend the on-

ion and of search and rescue operations

(o

-scene activities pending further developments, and shull promplly so in-
form any asthorily, {acility or service which has been activated or notificd,
Informution subscquently reccived shall be evaluated and search and res-
cuc opcrations resumed when justified on the basis of such information.

Chapter 5
SHIF REPORTING SYSTEM

5.1. General

5.1.1 Ship reporting systerns may be established either individually hy
Parties of in co-operation with other States, wheare this is considered neces-
sary, to facilitate search and rescue operations.

5.1.2 Parties contemplating the institution of a ship reporting system
should take account of the relevant recommendations af the Organization.
Parties should also consider whether existing reporting systems or otler
sources of ship position data can provide adequale infocination for the re-
gion. and seck (o munimize unnecessary addidonal reports by ships, or the
need for rescue co-ordination centres to check with multiple reporiing sys-
tems 1o determine availability of ships to assist with search and rescue ope-
rations.

3.1.3 The ship reporiing system should provide up-to-date information
on the movements of vessals in order, in the event of a distress incident, to-

1. reduce the imterval between the loss of contact with a vessel and the
initiation of search and rescue operations in cases where no distress signal
has heen received:;

2. permit rapid identification of vessels which may he called upon w
provide assistance;

3. permit delincation of a scarch area of limited size in case the position
of a person, a vessel or other craft in distress is unknown or nncertain; and

4. facilitate the provision of urgent mcdical assistance or advice.

5.2 Operational requirements

5.2.1 Shup reporling systemns showld salisly the [ollowing requirements:

1. provision of information, lucluding sailing plans and position re-
ports. which would make it possible o deterimoe the cwrenl and Tuluce po-
silions ol participating vesscels;

2. maintenance of a shipping plot;

3. receipt of repuwts at appropwiate intervals from participating vesseis;

4, gimplicity in system design and operation; and

5. use of inlernationally sgreed stundard ship reporting [orinal and pro-
cedures,

5.3 ‘Types of reports’
5.3.1 A ship reporting system should incorporare the following types of
ship reports in accordance with the recommendarions of the Organization:
1. Sailing plan; '
2. Position report;, and
3. Final repori.

5.4 Use of systems

5.4.1 Parties should encourage all vessels to report their position when
truvelling in areas where wrangements have been made 1o collect informa
{ion on positions for scarch and rcscuc purposcs,

5.4.2 Purlies recording information on the position of vessels should
digseminate, so far as praclicable, such infurmaltion (o other States when so
requested for search and rescuc purposcs.
