International Maritime Organization Protocol of 1992
to amend the International Convention on the Establishment
of an International Fund for Compensation for Oil Pollution
Damage of 18 December 1971

THE PARTIES TO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,

HAVING CONSIDERED the International Convention on the
Establishment of an International Fund for Compensation for Oil Pollu-
tion Damage, 1971, and the 1984 Protocol thereto,

HAVING NOTED that the 1984 Protocol to that Convention,
which provides for improved scope and enhanced compensation, has
not entered into force,

AFFIRMING the importance of maintaining the viability of the
international oil pollution liability and compensation system.

AWARE OF the need to ensure the entry into force of the content
of the 1984 Protocol as soon as possible,

RECOGNIZING the advantage for the States Parties of arranging
for the amended Convention to coexist with and be supplementary to
the original Convention for a transitional period,

CONVINCED that the economic consequences of pollution da-
mage resulting from the carriage of oil in bulk at sca by ships should
continue to be shared by the shipping industry and by the oil cargo in-
terests,

BEARING IN MIND the adoption of the Protocol of 1992 1o
amend the International Convention on Civil Liability for Ol Pollution
Damage, 1969,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Acrticle 1

The Convention which the provisions of this Protocol amend is the
International Convention on the Establishment of an International Fund
for Compensation for Oil Pollution Damage, 1971, hereinafter referred
to as the “1971 Fund Convention™.

Organtzation: and

{h) the Sceretary-General of the Organization has received infor-
mation in accordance with Article 29 that those persons who would be
liable to contribute pursuant to Article 10 of the 1971 Fund Convention
as amended by this Protocol have received during the preceding calen-
dar year a total quantity of at least 430 million tons of contributing oil.

2 However. this Protocol shall not enter into force before the
1092 Liability Convention has entered into foree.
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3. For each State which ratifies, accepts, approves or accedes o
this Protocol after the conditions in paragraph | for entry into force
have been met, the Protocol shall enter into force twelve months follo-
wing the date of the deposit by such State of the appropriate instrument.

4. Any State may, at the time of the deposit of its instrument of ra-
tification, acceptance, approval or accession in respect of this Protocol
declare that such instrument shall not take effect for the purpose of this
Article until the end of the six-month period in Article 31.

5. Any State which has made a declaration in accordance with the
preceding paragraph may withdraw it at any time by means of a noti-
fication addressed to the Secrctary-General of the Organization. Any
such withdrawal shall take effect on the date the notification is recei-
ved, and any State making such a withdrawal shall be deemed to have
deposited its instrument of ratification, acceplance, approval or acces-
sion in respect of this Protocol on that date.

6. Any State which has made a declaration under Article 13, para-
graph 2. of the Protocol of 1992 to amend the 1969 Liability Conven-
tion shall be deemed o have also made a declaration under paragraph
4 ot this Article. Withdrawal of a declaration under the said Article 13,
paragraph 2. shall be deemed to constitute withdrawal also under para-
graph 5 of this Article.

Article 31
Denunciation of the 1969 and 1971 Conventions

Subject to Article 30, within six months following the date on
which the following requirements are fulfilled:

(a} at least cight States have become Parties to this Protocol or
have deposited instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or ac-
cession with the Secretary-General of the Organization. whether or not
subject to Article 30, paragraph 4, and

(b} the Secrectary-General of the Organization has received in-
formation in accordance with Article 29 that those persons who are or
would be liable to contribute pursuant to Article 10 of the 1971 Fund
Convention as amended by this Protocol have received during the pre-
ceding calendar year a total quantity of at least 750 million tons of con-
tributing oil:

each Party to this Protocol and cach State which has deposited
an instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, whet-
her or not subject to Article 30, paragraph 4, shall. if Party thereto, de-
nounce the 1971 Fund Convention and the 1969 Liability Convention
with effect twelve months after the expiry of the above-mentioned six-
month period.

Article 32
Revision and amendment

I. A conference for the purpose of revising or amending the 1992
Fund Convention may be convened by the Organization.

2. The Organization shall convene a Conference of Contracting
States for the purpose of revising or amending the 1992 Fund Conven-
tion at the request of not less than one third of all Contracting States.

Article 33
Amendment of compensation limits

1. Upon the request of at least one quarter of the Contracting Sta-
tes, any proposal to amend the limits of amounts of compensation laid
down in Article 4. paragraph 4, of the 1971 Fund Convention as amen-
ded by this Protocol shall be circulated by the Secretary-General to all
Members of the Organization and to all Contracting States.

2. Any amendment proposed and circulated as above shall be sub-
mitted to the Legal Committee of the Organization for consideration at
a date at least six months after the date of its circulation.

3. All Contracting Srates to the 1971 Fund Convention as amen-
ded by this Protocol. whether or not Members of the Organization, shall
be entitled to participate in the proceedings of the Legal Committee for
the consideration and adoption of amendments.

4. Amendments shall be adopted by a two-thirds majority of the
Contracting States present and voting in the Legal Committee, expan-
ded as provided for in paragraph 3, on condition that at lcast one half of
the Contracting States shall be present at the time of voting.

5. When acting on a proposal to amend the limits, the Legal Com-
mittee shall take into account the experience of incidents and in particu-
lar the amount of damage resulting therefrom and changes in the mone-
tary values. It shall also take into account the relationship between the
limits in Article 4, paragraph 4, of the 1971 Fund Convention as amen-
ded by this Protocol and those in Article V. paragraph |, of the Interna-
tional Convention on Civil Liability for Oil Pollution Damage, 1992,

6. (ay No amendment of the limits under this Article may be con-
sidered before 15 January 1998 nor less than five years from the da-
te of entry into force of a previous amendment under this Article. No
amendment under this Article shall be considered before this Protocol
has entered into force.

(b) No limit may be increased so as to exceed an amount which
corresponds to the limit laid down in the 1971 Fund Convention as
amended by this Protocol increased by six per cent per year calculated
on a compound basis from 15 January 1993,

(¢) No limit may be increased so as to exceed an amount which
corresponds to the himit laid down in the 1971 Fund Convention as
amended by this Protocol multiplied by three.

7. Any amendment adopted in accordance with paragraph 4 shall
be notified by the Organization to all Contracting States. The amend-
ment shall be deemed to have been accepted at the end of a period of
cighteen months after the date of notification unless within that period
not less than one quarter of the States that were Contracting States at the
time of the adoption of the amendment by the Legal Committee have
communicated to the Organization that they do not accept the amend-
ment in which case the amendment is rejected and shall have no effect.

8. An amendment deemed to have been accepted in accordance
with paragraph 7 shall enter into force eighteen months alter its accep-
tance.

9. All Contracting States shall be bound by the amendment, un-
less they denounce this Protocol in accordance with Article 34, para-
graphs 1 and 2. at least six months before the amendment enters into
force. Such denunciation shall take effect when the amendment enters
into foree.

10. When an amendment has been adopted by the Legal Commit-
tee but the eighteen-month period for its acceptance has not yet expired,
a State which becomes a Contracting State during that period shall be
bound by the amendment if it enters into force. A State which becomes
a Contracting State after that period shall be bound by an amendment
which has been accepted in accordance with paragraph 7. In the cases
referred to in this paragraph, a State becomes bound by an amendment
when that amendment enters into force, or when this Protocol enters in-
to force for that State, if later,

Article 34
Denunciation

1. This Protocol may be denounced by any Party at any time after
the date on which it enters into force for that Party.

2. Denunciation shall be effected by the deposit of an instrument
with the Secretary-General of the Organization.

3. A denunciation shall take effect twelve months, or such longer
period as may be specilied in the instrument of denunciation, after its
deposit with the Secretary-General of the Organization.

4. Denunciation of the 1992 Liability Convention shall be dee-
med to be a denunciation of this Protocol. Such denunciation shall take
cffect on the date on which denunciation of the Protocol of 1992 to
amend the 1969 Liability Convention takes effect according to Article
16 of that Protocol.

5. Any Contracting State to this Protocol which has not denoun-
ced the 1971 Fund Convention and the 1969 Liability Convention as
required by Article 31 shall be deemed to have denounced this Proto-
col with effect twelve months afler the expiry of the six-month period
mentioned in that Article. As from the date on which the denunciations
provided for in Article 31 take effect, any Party 1o this Protocol which
deposits an instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or acces-
sion to the 1969 Liability Convention shall be deemed to have deno-
unced this Protocol with effect from the date on which such instrument
takes ettect.
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6. As hetween the Parties to this Protocol, denunciation by any off
them of the 1971 Fund Convention in accordance with Article 41 there-
of shall not be construed in any way as a denunciation of the 1971 Fund
Convention as amended by this Protocol.

7. Notwithstanding a denunciation of’ this Protwcol by a Party
pursuant to this Article. any provisions ol this Protocol relaing to the
obligations to make contributions under Article 10 of the 1971 Fund
Convention as amended by this Protocol with respect to an incident re-
ferred to in Article 12, paragraph 2(b}. of that amended Convention and
oceurring hefore the denunciation takes cffect shall continue to apply.

Article 35
Extraordinary sessions of the Assembly

1. Any Contracting State may, within ninety days afier the deposit
of an instrument of denunciation the result of which it considers will
significantly increase the level of contributions for the remaining Con-
tracting States. request the Director to convene an extraordinary session
of the Assembly, The Dircctor shall convene the Assembly to meet not
later than sixty days after receipt of the request.

2. The Director may convene, on his own initiative. an extraordi-
nary session of the Assembly to meet within sixty days after the deposit
of any instrument of denunciation, it he considers that such denuncia-
tion will result in a signiticant increase in the level of contributions of
the remaining Contracting States.

3. I the Assembly at an extraordinary session convened in accor-
dance with paragraph 1 or 2 decides that the denunciation will result
in a significant inerease in the level of contributions for the remaining
Contracting States, any such State may. not later than one hundred and
twenty days before the date on which the denunciation takes effect, de-
nounce this Protocol with effect (rom the same date.

Article 36
Termination

1. This Protocol shall cease to be in force on the date when the
number of Confracting States {alls below three.

2. States which are bound by this Protocol on the day before the
date it ceases to be in torce shall cnable the Fund to exercise its fun-
ctions as described under Article 37 ol this Protocol and shall. for that
purpose only, remain bound by this Protocol.

Article 37
Winding up of the Fund

1. 1 this Protocol ceases to he in force, the Fund shall neverthe-
less:

{2} meet its obligations in respect of’ any incident oceurring before
the Protocol ceased to be in foree;

{b) be entitled o exercise its rights to contributions to the extent
that these contributions are necessary o meet the obligations under
subparagraph (a). including expenses for the administration of the Fund
necessary for this purpose.

2. The Assembly shall take all appropriate measures to complete
the winding up of the Fund including the distribution in an equitable
manner of any remaining assets among those persons who have contri-
buted to the Fund.

3. For the purposes of this Article the Fund shall remain a legal
personal.

Article 38
Depositary

1. This Protocol and any amendments accepted under Article 33
shall be deposited with the Sceretary-General of the Organization.

(iv) the date by which denunciations provided for in Article 31 are
required to be made:

(v) any proposal 1o amend limits ol amounts of compensation
which has been made in accordance with Article 33, paragraph 1z

{vi} any amendment which has been adopted in accordance with
Article 33, paragraph &

(vii) any amendment deemed to have been accepted under Article
33, paragraph 7. together with the date on which that amendment shall
enter into [orce in accordance with paragraphs & and 9 of that Article:

(viit) the deposit of"an instrument ol denunciation of this Protocol
together with the date of the deposit and the date on which it takes cffect;

(ix} any denunciation deemed to have been made under Article
